CALL TO ORDER
Commissioner President Russell called the meeting to order at approximately 9:00 AM.
APPROVAL OF CHECK REGISTER

Commissioner Raley moved, seconded by Commissioner Mattingly, to authorize
the Commissioner President to sign the Check Register for checks dated
November 10, 2009, as submitted by staff. Motion carried 5-0.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Approval of the minutes of November 3 and November 5, 2009, was postponed until the next
meeting, which is November 17, 2009.

PROCLAMATIONS

Proclamations were presented to Capt. Louis (Ricky) Burris in recognition of his
retirement from the St. Mary’s County Sheriff’s Office and to the Department of Public
Works and Transportation in recognition of America Recycles Week.

AIR INSTALLATIONS COMPATIBLE USE ZONES (AICUZ) UPDATE FOR NAVAL AIR
STATION, PATUXENT RIVER (NAS)

Present: Capt. Andy Macyko, CO, NAS, PAX River; Captain Stephen A. Schmeiser, XO; Rick
Owen, Community Planning Liaison, Naval District Washington; Chris Jarboe, Atlantic Test Range
Sustainability Office; LeRoy Mattingly, AICUZ/RAICUZ Manager, NAS, PAX River; Todd
Morgan, President, So. Md. Navy Alliance; Bob Schaller; Director, Dept. of Economic and
Community Development; Derick Berlage, Director, Dept. of Land Use and Growth Management
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Capt. Macyko briefed the Commissioners on the new AICUZ Study for NAS, Patuxent River,
which was approved by the Navy on September 21, 2009. The purpose of the AICUZ is to protect
the Navy’s military operational capabilities and ensure the health, safety, and welfare of the public
by achieving compatibility between the air installation and land use practices in neighboring
communities.

The update included comparisons of 1979 and 2009 AICUZ APZs (Accident Potential Zones) and
Noise Contours over NAS and other changes in doing business at the base.

In reviewing next steps related to the current review of the Comprehensive Plan (Plan), Mr. Berlage
stated that with respect to the APZ, there is no expansion outside of the base, so there shouldn’t be
any call to modify our existing AICUZ as it relates to PAX River. While not part of the briefing
today, he referred to the Webster Field study, where the County does not yet have an AICUZ in
place. The Planning Commission has recommended in the updated Plan that the County create an
AICUZ for Webster Field. This would take place during the rezoning process after the Plan is
adopted. Now that noise contours are available, the Board can consider whether there should be a
noise attenuation zone created that would not necessarily restrict land use, but might require better
building techniques to provide noise buffers in the vicinity of PAX River. The data was not
available for the Planning Commission’s review, but could still be brought to the Commissioner’s
table.

PUBLIC HEARING: PROPOSED TEXT AMENDMENT TO ALLOW USE OF TDRs FOR
RESIDENTIAL DENSITY INCREASE IN RURAL LEGACY AREA FOR
GRANDFATHERED PROJECTS

Present: Phil Shire, Deputy Director, Land Use and Growth Management

Mr. Shire stated that the legal advertisements for this hearing were published in the October 23 and
28, 2009, issues of the Enterprise newspaper.

The purpose of the hearing was to consider a proposal to supplement a text amendment to the
Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance, Section 26.2.2, enacted by Ordinance Z06-01, that prohibits the
development of Rural Preservation District (RPD) zoned land within a Rural Legacy Area. The
proposed addendum to the 2006 amendment would provide for the use of TDRs for residential
density increase in the Rural Legacy Area for grandfathered projects that had successfully
completed TEC review, received preliminary approval and were approved for submittal of a final
plat for review and recordation prior to the July 18, 2006, adoption date of Ordinance Z06-01.

The only subdivision request eligible to benefit by this amendment proposes two new lots in the
RPD and was submitted in August 2005 for review during the September 2005 TEC cycle.

Commissioner President Russell opened the hearing for public comments. There was no one
present to speak to the matter and the hearing was closed. The public comment period for written
comments will be kept open for ten days.
