Mr. Vukmer stated
the property is approximately 44 acres however will become an Agricultural Parcel which is the
subject of this request and the parent parcel will not be subdivided.

Mr. Evans made a motion in the matter of MSUB#10-110-017, Bachelor’s Rest Subdivision,
having accepted the staff report and having made findings pursuant to Section 30.11.4 of
the Subdivision Ordinance (Criteria for Approval of a Family Conveyance), | move that the
Family Conveyance subdivision plan be approved, with the condition that agreements
ensuring access to, and use and maintenance of, the road shall be recorded prior to
recordation of the plat and Mr. Meinert seconded. The motion passed by a 6-0 vote.
