Solicitation for five new lots is in Procurement Office. FAA has given grant approval
assistance in advance to help the process. FAA has agreed to send money from
additional source for final lot to be procured.

Environment impact statement undergoing public review. All comments due by 10/1.
No opposition anticipated. Making preparation for solid waste removal with plans to
start in November and finish in February.

Next action following solid waste removal is installation of 600 feet of storm drain on
West end.

Final actions on taxiway extension should start in March 2024 and have duration of four
weeks.

Completion of runway extension, placement and re-commissioning of PAPI, and final
aspects of FAA grant is scheduled for August 2024.
