he had been advised by the State Tax Commission that all certications
should be included in our base. However since these certification come
in at any time during #the year it is impossible to get them in our base
for that year.

State Board of Education to show that the local Board of Education was
recelving all the money 1t was supposed to receive from County taxes,
and to provide a copy for Miss Dent.

Mr.Howard Britton and Roland B.Duke appeared before the Board and
Stated that all W.P,A work would be stopped in St Mary's County and two
other Counties on April,30,1941, Mr.Britton stated tha t this order
applied to only theeeCounties. The Board decided that since they had
intended to have a number of projects carried out by the W.P.A. that it
would confer with Maj.Harry D.Williar, State W.P.A.Administrator,on
Thursday,April, 24,1941 at 2.00 P.M. to see what could be done Xxx.
