bishop- and they should contact him, Whatever recommendations made to

the Commissioners by Fr Wilkinson in this matter will be given consoderation
by ttheCommissioners,

Banneker and Hdlywood,

A letter received from Mps Christisn, secretary to the Hollywood Methodist
Church requesting lights in front of the church was answered, that at
this time the request could not be granted.

Sewage at Great Mills- Jos A Mattingly attorney for a group of residents
of the Great Mills area where the question of sewage is being considered,
asked if the Commissioners would edvance the cost of the survey for that
pro ject, A long discussion foblowed, but the Commissioners did not
grant this request,
